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Policy Statement: 
It is the policy of XX Health Services that Registered Nurses, Licensed Practical Nurses and Medical Assistants may administer all injectable flu vaccine types to any patient that requests a vaccine and fits the criteria as defined by the Center for Disease Control (CDC). 

Procedure:

1. Patients who consent to receive the vaccine will be asked the following questions prior to immunization:

· Are you ill today? 
· Have you ever had a bad reaction to a flu shot?
· Are you allergic to eggs?
Patients answering yes to any of these questions will be referred to a provider.

2. Patients answering no to the above questions will be immunized with flu vaccine. The following information will be documented in the medical record:

· Vaccine name (Eg. Fluzone, H1N1)

· Dose (.5 cc)

· Route (IM)

· Location (Eg. R Deltoid)

· Administrator’s name

3. When patients decline to receive the vaccine, it will be so documented in the medical record.
4. Orders will be signed by Registered Nurse or Provider.
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
